Please use the appropriate College of Education forms to document your requests for transfer of credits and/or waiver of course requirements.  These forms are available from the Graduate Secretary.

For courses you have taken at the UO, or plan to take, indicate "UO" in the second column and the appropriate course information in columns 3 and 4.  Indicate grade and credit level and dates for courses already taken at the UO.  Follow the same procedure for courses you intend to take to meet program requirements.  Credit level and proposed term for taking the course should be indicated in the last two columns.  The "Grade" column is left blank for proposed courses.  All other information should be filled in the appropriate columns below.  Note that if you wish to substitute a UO course you plan to take for a specific requirement, a Waiver Form must be completed with advisor approval.
